Fordt with no small amount of exaggeration
illustrated the perceived inferior qualities of th
competition; these were never digbuted, but they
were brought out by a salesman to sway a
wayward customer thinking about a Chevy
Plymouth. Ford was never alone in this sort
endeavor.

Most of these items viewed, as Dave Gursen
reminded us, fall into the category of ephemethe
handouts distributed for a given model year. The

brochures and pamphlets are not literature in tr
narrow sense, but a form of promotional device wi
a very short shelf life.
