The followng is ashorter version of mypresentation
at the April NVRG Membership meeting.

As arelatively young Henry Ford explored the
myriad exhibits at the 1893 Columbian Exhibition
World@ Fairin Chicagpone left a lasting impression
which provided a fundaemtal principle for his later
successful advertising endeavolrke was fascinated

by the Daimler exhibit featuring a twoylinder gaso-
line engine driving a fire pump which lifted water
over two stories in ayhamic and lively demonstra-
tion of the power oftheir engine Not only was Ford
fascinated with the engine, he noticed this dynami
exhibit, compared to the mostly static displays typi:
cal of the era, also drew large crowds eager to ob-

Thousands of spectators cardaily to watch the
final assembly of eighteen cars each day. The ass
bly line, operated by a chain pulling the vehicles o
a narrow gauge track, started with the rear axle an
workers proceeded to add to it as it passed thgh
