This particular car is a 1910 model year car. Of the 18 surviving 2 cylinder Duesenberg designed cars, this is
the only known orginal unrestored car. The car has the original data plate on the dash indicating the car was
assembled in Waterloo, lowa. This Model A Runabout is one of three that has survived and one of two that is
operable at this time. The sister of this car is car 989. The original manufactures suggested retail price was
$1,250. The original owners paid approximately $1,300 for the car delivered to Montana. Production peaked in

1910 with 427 cars. During this time, the Duesenberg brothers had moved the car company to Waterloo, IA.

The company introduced a four cylinder car in mid 1910 that was called a Maytag, however it did not have a
Duesenberg designed engine. By 1911 sales dropped to 338, 1912 dropped even farther to approximately 218
cars. 1913 to 124 cars and then the last record is 33 cars for 1914. A total of approximately 1500 two cylinder
and four cylinder cars were built

This car particular was originally sold to Thore Sequist of Simms, Montana. The car stayed with the original
family on their Montana ranch thru the 1930s. The car has been owned by Ford Bovie who had the car in a
Museum in Virginia City, Montana for several years. The third owner was Joel Naive also from Montana who
took the car on several long distance tours in the Northwestern USA. The Naive family sold the car in 2007
This car can be driven in it’s present condition.
